Program Chronology            Agency Request     X   Governor’s Recommended  ____ Legislatively Adopted Budget Page _2-82__ 

HR 3 - declares that state agencies should not impose requirements relating to the control of greenhouse gas emissions except as 
required by federal or state law.  The resolution, which expresses an opinion or sentiment but does not become law, 
moved through the House Environment Committee and passed the full House. 

SB 218 - provides injunctive relief for public employees in cases of harassment, obstruction, assault, and other crimes.  
 
2007-09   DEQ's major state legislative proposals: 

SB 103 - helps maintain adequate funding for hazardous waste work by increasing hazardous waste generator fees.  
SB 104 - maintains adequate funding for underground storage tank (UST) work by increasing annual UST permit fees.  The bill also 

makes permanent the pilot optional field ticket enforcement procedure.   
SB 105 - maintains adequate funding for work related to marine spill prevention and also expands spill prevention planning 

requirements to liquefied natural gas (LNG) vessels and facilities.   
SB 106 - provides funding to pay for auditing heating oil tank (HOT) decommissioning and cleanup work by increasing the fee 

charged for filing HOT contractor reports.    
SB 107 - increases fees for major industrial permittees to equal the cost of the permitting program as required by federal law.   
SB 235 - would allow regulation of agriculture to the extent necessary to comply with the federal Clean Air Act. 
HB 2118 - is the result of joint stakeholder and DEQ efforts to secure statutory authority to establish fees to keep this program at 

DEQ.   
HB 2172 - provides grants, loans and tax credits to retrofit, rebuild or replace older diesel engines and to reduce diesel idling. 
HB 2272 - would require proof of compliance with California emission standards when a new vehicle is registered in Oregon.   
 
Other Legislation Affecting DEQ's Budget: 
SB 420 - will result in the creation of an Environmental Justice Task Force and will require natural resource agencies to better 

incorporate environmental justice concerns into daily work activities. 
SB 583 - Identity Theft Protection requires agencies to determine applicable records, determine and apply administrative 

safeguards to protect consumer identification as needed.   
SB 643 - creates the Shipping Transport of Aquatic Invasive Species Task Force to study and make recommendations for combating 

the introduction of aquatic non-indigenous species associated with shipping-related transport into the waters of the state.   
SB 707 - adds water bottles to existing bottle deposit requirements and sets up an interim committee to consider future increases 

to the bottle deposit, expanding to other types of beverage containers and consideration of redemption alternatives such 
as special redemption centers.  

SB 737 - is an agreement by municipalities to start reducing persistent bioaccumulative toxic pollutants (PBTs) through pollution 
prevention and toxics reduction, by 2011, statewide for the 52 large wastewater treatment plants. 

HB 1032 – modifies the state agency fee ratification process to relieve responsibility to seek fee ratification in next session if fee 
increase was anticipated in Legislatively Adopted Budget.   

HB 2626 - focused on the recycling of personal computers, monitors, lap tops and televisions through a system managed or 
financed by product manufacturers.

Prevention Grant  

Competitive grant program providing funding 
for projects that target pollution prevention.  
Reduces contract limitation equal to 10% of 
budgeted amount.

Air Quality – Reduce federal 
Clean Air Act PM 2.5 Grant for 
Fine Particulate Monitoring 
(section 103 funding) 

This reduction would eliminate the federal 
fine particulate monitoring network in 
Oregon. EPA tightened the standard for fine 
particulate because scientific studies show 
that fine particulate is more dangerous to 
health than previously thought.  Loss of the 
fine particulate monitoring network would 
result in an inability to identify air quality 
problems, measure progress and report 
important information to the public.  This 
would reduce staffing by 2.4 FTE.

Reduce by 50% funds spent to assess 
contamination at “brownfield” sites, where 
contamination impedes re-use.  Reduces 
professional services limitation.

Eliminate funding supporting DEQ's 
involvement in the investigation and cleanup 
of federal facilities, including facilities 
currently or formerly operated by the Dept. of 
Defense and Army Corps of Engineers, 
including facilities the federal government 
intends to sell or convey to local 
governments, tribal governments or private 
use.  DEQ's role is to provide technical 
assistance to the Army Corps of Engineers and 
U.S. Department of Defense to ensure state 
cleanup requirements and local community 
input is considered when addressing 
environmental conditions at approximately 17 
sites.  Eliminates .55 FTE. 

FF - $122,000 FR04 - Combination of factors:  Least 
harm to environmental protection; 
Maintain strategic priorities; Least 
harm to service delivery. 

Land Quality – Leaking 
Underground Tank Cleanup.  
Eliminate supplemental funding 
from EPA for cleanup of tank 
sites  

Eliminate supplemental EPA grant funding 
that pays for cleanup of leaking underground 
storage tank sites where owners are unable to 
perform cleanup.  Reduces professional 
services limitation.

Land Quality - Environmental 
Cleanup.  Reduce EPA funding 
for assessment of contaminated 
sites. 

Reduce by 50% EPA funding to support the 
discovery and initial assessment of 
environmental conditions at sites that have 
not been investigated or cleaned up.  DEQ 
uses federal site assessment funds to 
determine if further investigation and cleanup 
to protect public health and the environment 
is necessary.  Eliminates approximately 1.00 
FTE.

Reduction in grants used for watershed 
restoration activities; currently granting 
about $2.5 to $3 million per biennium.  No 
position or FTE impact. 

FF - $1,165,779  FR07 - Combination of factors:  Least 
harm to environmental protection; 
Maintain strategic priorities; Least 
harm to service delivery. 

Land Quality - Environmental 
Cleanup.  Reduce EPA funding 
supporting the cleanup 
program’s infrastructure, 
ongoing policy development and 
site-specific work. 

Eliminate more than 12% of funds available 
for maintaining the state's cleanup program 
infrastructure.  EPA’s state response grants 
pays for health, safety and other training for 
state cleanup staff; development of cleanup 
policy and guidance; and DEQ Brownfield 
redevelopment community education and 
outreach efforts.  Eliminates approximately 
1.15 FTE and about $50,000 of professional 
services limitation. 

FF - $306,000 FR08 - Combination of factors:  Least 
harm to environmental protection; 
Maintain strategic priorities; Least 
harm to service delivery. 

Air Quality - Reduce a 
proportional share of funding 
for Lane Regional Air 
Protection Agency (LRAPA) 
 
 
Reduction taken in GRB. 
 

 Reduce sampling frequency of LRAPA’s only 
air toxics monitor.  Data may not be 
considered statistically reliable for 
prioritization or trend analysis.   

 Reduce compliance work and complaint 
response related to open burning and 
residential wood heating.  Could result in 
PM2.5 levels in the Eugene-Springfield area to 
worsen and violate the federal fine particulate 
health standards. The Eugene-Springfield’s 
PM2.5 concentrations were marginally in 
compliance (97% of the federal standard) 
during 2005-2007.

GR01 – Local air agency shares equally 
in General Fund cuts with DEQ 
program.

Reduction taken in GRB. 
 

Diesel particulate matter ranks in the top 
three air toxics of concern in Oregon. Cutting 
grant funding by 30% will reduce the number 
of diesel engine retrofits and repowers that 
dramatically reduce diesel particulate 
emissions and public health risks.   

GF - $306,045 
 
 
 

GR02 – Diesel emissions reduction 
provides an important health benefit 
for Oregonians but it is not a federal 
Clean Air Act requirement. 

Air Quality - Reduce funding 
for local government outreach 
(6 communities) by 20%. 
 
Reduction taken in GRB. 
 

Funding supports daily air quality advisories, 
voluntary woodstove curtailment programs 
and wood smoke public education to reduce 
emissions.  May result in higher fine 
particulate emissions or in some communities, 
violation of the federal standard.  DEQ support 
for these former non-attainment areas is a 
State Implementation Plan (SIP) requirement.   

GF - $41,450 
 
 

GR03 –Emission reduction work in 
former non-attainment areas is 
required in Oregon’s Air Quality SIP 
but a specific amount is not required. 

Air Quality - Reduce Small 
Business Assistance 
 
Reduction taken in GRB. 
 

Reduce most of the technical assistance to 
small, non-permitted businesses that are not 
required to comply with the federal Clean Air 
Act. With only .25 FTE statewide remaining 
after this cut, it would lead to more pollution 
in the environment and a higher health risk to 
the public. Reduce 0.5 FTE 

GF - $130,562 
 

GR04 – Business assistance to small 
businesses is good for the businesses 
and the health of Oregonians, but it is 
not a federal Clean Air Act 
requirement.

Water Quality- Eliminate the 
Oregon Plan Biomonitoring 
program.   
 
Reduction taken in GRB. 
 

DEQ would no longer be able to meet 
monitoring commitments to the Oregon Plan as 
part of the Coastal Coho Recovery Plan. This 
work includes: 

 Coordination with and training ODFW crews 
on the collection of temperature data at 21 
locations and macroinvertrbrate samples at 160 
locations along the coast. 

  Processing, analyzing and reporting on the 
information associated with the data collection 
in the 21 coastal coho population units. 

 Support the collection, analysis and reporting 
of additional ambient sites on the Oregon 
coast.   

 Provide technical assistance to other agencies 
on related programs that collect water quality 
and biological data to determine the 
effectiveness of management activities.  

 Facilitate macroinvertebrate data processing 
and analysis from watershed councils.   

 Participate in the Oregon Plan Core team or 
Monitoring team meetings.  
This reduction would eliminate 4 positions and 
4.00 FTE in 2009-11 and 2011-13. 

GF - $850,661 
 

GR05 - Combination of factors: Least 
harm to environmental protection; 
Maintain strategic priorities; Least 
harm to service delivery.   

Land Quality - Hazardous 
Waste Compliance 
 
Reduction taken in GRB. 
 

Reduce HW inspection staff by 1 FTE, 
approximately 10%.  This would result in 
approximately 26 fewer inspections of 
regulated generators per year (8 Large 
Quantity and 18 Small Quantity) and a reduced 
ability to respond to complaints (about 10 – 20 
fewer complaint inspections). 

GF - $264,122 
 

GR06 – While the loss of inspection 
staff will reduce the level of 
environmental protection, the 
program will be able to provide the 
minimum environmental protection 
necessary. 
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Air Quality - Reduce Ozone and 
Fine Particulate Monitoring.  
Eliminate new ozone and fine 
particulate monitoring 
provided in the 2007-2009 
Budget.   
  
Reduction taken in GRB. 
 

 Eliminate ozone monitoring in Bend and 
Hermiston.  Leaves the eastern side of the 
state again with no ozone monitoring at a 
time when EPA has tightened the health 
standard.  

 Eliminate fine particulate monitoring in 
Madras, Redmond, McMinnville, and a 
background site near Klamath Falls.  All of 
these sites (except the background site) are at 
risk of exceeding the fine particulate 
standard, and are certainly likely to be above 
the DEQ health level of concern.  The loss of 
the background site for Klamath Falls will 
make development of an implementation 
strategy for this non-attainment area more 
difficult.  Reduce 1.5 FTE.

GR07 – While DEQ’s air monitoring 
network would not be adequate to 
support DEQ’s air quality 
improvement work, it would still meet 
minimum federal air monitoring 
requirements. 

Air Quality – Reduce Fine 
Particulate Planning 
 
Reduction taken in GRB. 
 

Eliminate an Air Quality Planner developing 
and coordinating fine particulate and ozone 
reduction strategies and carrying out 
mandatory CAA requirements for new federal 
standards.  Delays work to develop an air 
quality plan for returning Klamath Fall’s air to 
healthy levels.  Extended violation of the fine 
particulate standard negatively impacts public 
health and economic development in the area.  
Postpones pollution prevention outreach and 
strategy development in Oregon communities 
at risk of violating federal standards and slows 
the implementation of CAA requirements 
mandated by new standards.  Reduce 1.0 FTE. 

GF - $179,836 
 
 

GR08 –While DEQ could not complete 
the federally-required attainment 
plan in the required timelines, DEQ 
could implement some measures (e.g. 
woodstove and diesel projects) to 
reduce public health impacts until the 
plan can be developed. 
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Water Quality– Eliminate 
Groundwater Protection 
Program 

DEQ would no longer do any work associated 
with any of the Groundwater Management 
Areas (GWMAs) that are located in the Lower 
Umatilla Basin, Northern Malheur County, and 
in the Southern Willamette Valley.  The work 
associated with the GWMAs includes: 

 Implementation of Groundwater 
Management Areas where the water 
quality has been degraded, beneficial uses 
are seriously impaired, and public health 
may be at risk in part from nonpoint 
source groundwater pollution 

 Technical assistance to communities and 
watershed councils engaged in 
groundwater pollution prevention efforts. 

The reduction would eliminate 5 positions and 
5.00 FTE in 2009-11 and 2011-13.

GR09 - Combination of factors: Least 
harm to environmental protection; 
Maintain strategic priorities; Least 
harm to service delivery. 

Air Quality – Reduce Clean 
Diesel Outreach  
 
Reduction taken in GRB. 
 

Reduce clean diesel outreach work aimed 
at recruiting fleet owners to clean up their 
diesel engines. Work includes marketing the 
state's tax credit program, coordinating 
entities to take advantage of state and 
federal grant programs, promoting idle 
reduction strategies and participating in the 
development of a regulatory program. Reduce 
2.0 FTE.   

GF - $452,775 
 
 

GR10 - Diesel emissions reduction 
provides an important health benefit 
for Oregonians but this work is not a 
federal Clean Air Act requirement. 
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Air Quality – Eliminate an air 
toxic site 
 
Reduction taken in GRB. 
 

Eliminate one of three state-funded air toxics 
monitoring sites.  Sites include Salem, 
Medford, and a background site for Medford.  
The most likely cut would be the background 
site for Medford.  Loss of this site will make 
interpretation of air toxics data from the 
population orientated site in Medford more 
difficult. Long term, DEQ plans to move this 
site to other communities with air toxic levels 
modeled to be above the health benchmarks.   
Reduce 1.0 FTE.

GR11 – Air toxics monitors provide 
very important information for 
Oregonians but are not a federal 
Clean Air Act requirement.  

Water Quality- Eliminate TMDL 
Development/Revisions 
positions  
 
Partly restored ($230,405) 
 

DEQ would no longer be able work on the 
development of the Willamette Basin and 
Umpqua Basin TMDLs that are scheduled to be 
reviewed in 2011.  This means that preliminary 
monitoring and background work would not 
begin in 2010.  The work associated with the 
Willamette TMDL review includes: 

 Modeling & TMDL Development 

 Stakeholder Coordination & Outreach 

 Recalculation of natural thermal 
potential upstream of dams. 

 Recalculation of waste load applications 
for permits.   
 

This reduction would eliminate 2  positions and 
2.00 FTE in 2009-11 and 2011-13.

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Land Quality - Environmental 
Cleanup.  Reduce professional 
services limitation for certain 
types of cleanup 

In some circumstances, parties responsible for 
an environmental cleanup deposit funds with 
DEQ and request that DEQ contract for cleanup 
on their behalf.  This typically happens when 
multiple parties are responsible for cleanup and 
having DEQ make payments simplifies project 
management.  In order to reduce OF 
expenditures, DEQ could renegotiate some 
agreements to return funds to the parties so 
that payments are made independent of DEQ’s 
budget.  This would reduce limitation for 
professional services for this purpose.  If 
agreements cannot be renegotiated, work 
would have to be slowed down to remain within 
the reduced budget limitation.

Would not be able to undertake internal 
Kaizen, Lean Six Sigma or Value Stream 
mapping projects aimed at improving 
efficiency. (1.0 FTE OPA3)

Also reduce 
expenditure on professional services contracts 
that provide DEQ with data to measure results 
(e.g., to evaluate materials recovery for local 
governments) and information to prepare DEQ 
to manage growing waste problems such as 
electronics and pharmaceutical waste.

Additionally, homeowners and home sales 
would be adversely affected due to not having 
approval from the Department of corrective 
actions undertaken by the homeowner as 
required by ORS 466.858(2)(c). Reduces 4.85

Lose back up 
for Agency reception/phones and special 
projects, including agency photos archiving & 
database management for public records 
requests.  (1.0 FTE OS1) 

 IT help desk call routing and basic support for 
operations, critical functions will need to be 
picked up by higher paid staff.  (1.0 FTE ISS2)
